A mature tree can absorbs up to 48 
lbs. of carbon dioxide from the at-

mosphere each year.  

Return Water to our 
Environment 

Trees often release about 200 
to 450 gallons of water into the 

air in the summer.  

Help Conserve Energy 
If you grow 3 trees around 
your house it can  reduces 
air conditioner needs by 

up to 50%.  Help Clean Our Air 

An area with trees versus a 

bare plot of land can reduce 

dust, smoke, and pollen by 

75 %. 

Help Conserve Our Soil 

Their established root systems 

help prevent soil erosion, 

regulate temperature for 

beneficial microbial life and 

prevent run-off of pollutants 

into our water (systems). For 

example a 1 acre asphalt 

parking lot during a 1” rainfall 

event produces approximately 

28,500 gallons of storm water 

run-off. While 1 acre of trees 

with a 1” rainfall event 

produces just 750 gallons of 

storm water run-off.
